The multimedia show “The Backstory” is the perfect introduc-

tion to the permanent exhibition and a visit to Regensburg. 

Bavarian television host and actor Christoph Süss explores 

2000 years of “Bavarian” history in forty roles and twenty min-

utes. He begins as Roman Emperor Marcus Aurelius: “So, I’m 

in a historical mood. We’ll build right here. Alea iacta est!” The 

film set in prominent historic sites in Regensburg is the most 

entertaining sightseeing guide to the city on the Danube.

How Bavaria Became a Free State  

and What Makes It so distinctive 

This is what the museum’s permanent exhibition tracing  

Bavaria’s path to becoming a modern state is all about. Mul-

timedia installations and 1000 objects engagingly present the 

history of Bavaria on the upper floor. Numerous personal me-

mentos from ordinary Bavarians not only relate “macro-” but 

also “micro-” histories. The museum located directly on the 

Danube is a new gateway to the UNESCO World Heritage Site 

of Regensburg. The light-flooded foyer with its multimedia 

show, shop and tavern is open to the public free of charge.

Our poster features the meeting of the federal princes in  

Kelheim in 1913 on the one hundredth anniversary of the Battle 

of the Nations near Leipzig. Even Kaiser Wilhelm II was present. 

Menacing militarism was also on display. That is why we have 

the host of princes march into fire. All the same, virtually none 

of the princes suspected that there would be war one year la‑ 

ter. This global conflagration changed everything. The Haus der 

Bayerischen Geschichte has collected numerous objects related 

to this subject in recent years, enabling it to examine Bavaria’s 

particular role in World War I better. The exhibition delves into 

Bavarian war objectives, the Bavarian air force, soldiers’ deaths 

and civilian hardship, failed peace initiatives and even a love  

story in the midst of the war.

EXHIBITION
Scarcely had the rubble of war been cleared away when the 

Wirtschaftswunder and planning frenzy set the pace in the Free 

State. Megaprojects consequently emerged, such as the Main- 

Danube Canal, the first commercial nuclear power plant in  

Germany in Gundremmingen in Swabia, the Franconian Lake 

District and the airport in Erdinger Moos.

A megaproject of another kind was the first national park in 

Germany in the Bavarian Forest. After fierce debate, it became 

the standard for nature conservation and a popular tourist des-

tination.

Energy production, improved transportation and economic pow‑ 

er were the objectives behind many projects. Cultural heri‑ 

tage, environmental and nature preservationists have increa-

singly viewed major construction projects critically since the 

1970s. Can we really do without them in the future, though? 

There are at least two sides to every megaproject.

SUSTAINABILITY

The show covering 500 square meters has been de‑ 

signed as a sustainable and climate-friendly model proj‑ 

ect. All in all, the Bavaria Exhibition’s ecological foot-

print is intended to be as low as possible. The actions 

are documented on www.hdbg.de.

	 The exhibition is presented as an interactive 

experience and multimedia spectacle with many 

digital offerings and a 50-meter screen. The exhibition 

turns into a panoramic movie theater several times an 

hour.
